She 
has been featured on NPR and major television programs, 
such as The Today Show, Larry King Live, and the BBC 
special The Woman Who Thinks Like a Cow. 
 

Her current bestselling book on autism is The Way I See It: 
A Personal Look at Autism and Asperger's. She also authored 
Unwritten Rules of Social Relationships, Animals Make us Hu-
man, Animals in Translation, Thinking in Pictures, and Emer-
gence: Labeled Autistic. 
 

Grandin is the focus of a semi-biographical HBO film, 
titled Temple Grandin, starring Claire Danes. The movie 
was released in 2010 and received five Emmy awards, 
including Outstanding Made for Television Movie.
